There was even a condition in the promise that, you'll help each other untill there were
the two of your left in the competition. And again courts love conditional contracats. In
Gurfein, the courts enforced a contract when the buyer had a right to cancel a shipment
of glass untill the glass was shipped by seller. Also, in Scott v Morague, the lumber
merchant had to ship with the ship buyer, once the shipbuyer bought a ship, and a

contract was enforced on the ship buyer
